Accessible Arts Training
Accessible Arts has a vision of a society in which people with disability can contribute to, and fully experience, the arts and cultural life. 

We offer training that is practical, interactive, and will give participants the confidence to welcome people with disability to their venue, make their arts programs more inclusive, plan increased access for people with disability, and generally work more creatively with arts and disability related topics. 
In recent years Accessible Arts has provided training for the Sydney Festival, Sculptures by the Sea, The Australia Council for the Arts, Sydney Opera House, Regional Conservatoriums of New South Wales, Art Gallery of NSW, Sydney Theatre Company, Historic Houses Trust, the Museum of Contemporary Art, a number of regional galleries, and the four  major cinema chains.

Available Courses
Disability Awareness and Access
This is an introductory course that is suitable for people working at any level of an arts organisation, or in arts policy or practice.  It gives a practical understanding of disability in an arts context with information and skills relevant to all venues and types of work. This can be delivered as a TAFE-accredited course.

Topics covered:
· Defining disability
· Access solutions in an arts context

· Communication strategies

· Disability culture in the arts

Disability Action Planning
This course is useful for any arts organisation who would like to develop a coordinated approach to disability access, or improve on the work they have already done.  It takes a realistic approach to disability action planning, including how to progress from thinking to doing.  If you plan to register your disability Action Plan with the Australian Human Rights Commission, which we recommend, then the course will cover the elements recommended for these plans.
Topics covered:

· Understanding your organisational context

· Processes of Disability Action Planning

· Planning the Action
· Actioning the Plan

Arts Awareness

This course is for people who run or work in a disability program or service, and would like to include art in it but aren’t sure where to start.  It can be tailored to focus on many different types of art or a few, and will take you through what you need to know to make it happen.

Topics covered:

· History and benefits of involvement of people with disability in art

· Exploration of types of art and facilitating involvement by people with disability

· Possible risks and how to negotiate them

· Promoting growth rather than maintenance (my client’s learned how to paint, now what?”
As a guide, the standard length of each course is 4 hours, with a maximum of 15 participants.  However, courses, topics and times can easily be customised to your situation.
