Invitation to Present
Accessible Arts is inviting proposals to present at the 2012 Arts Activated Conference 30 & 31 October 2012 at the Concourse Sydney Australia. 

Accessible Arts is calling for proposals for papers, performances, or workshops that address the 2012 conference theme, Desire and Destination.

The theme Desire and Destination invites everyone to consider and explore our past experience of inclusive practices in the arts and our future aspirations in the field of arts and disability, to narrow the gap between dreams and reality.

Possible topics include:

· How does art shape desire and make inclusive destinations possible?

· How do arts venues, producers and organisations with a desire to be accessible reach their destination?

· How is technology changing art making from an unfulfillable desire into a realistic destination for people with disability?

· What destination awaits artists who publicly disclose their disability and why do some desire not to?

· There’s a growing desire for a stronger arts/disability culture in Australia, what might that destination look like?

· How does a person-centred approach fulfil art participation desires and develop destinations?

Other topic ideas are welcome, but all proposals must clearly show how you will address the conference theme.

Proposal Information: 

Proposals can be in written, audio or video formats.  

All proposals need to:

· Be a maximum of 500 words or 3 minutes

· Be in an accessible format (eg. Written in plain English, audio content translated, visual content described) 

· Describe how you will address the conference theme

· Outline what you will do and how long it will take

· Consider the relevant access needs of conference attendees with cognitive, sensory, psychiatric and physical impairments

· Have a 100 word biography and a headshot in JPG format attached

· have a 50 word description of the presentation for publicity use attached.

Selection criteria:

· Aim/s of the presentation

· Objectives and expected participant outcomes i.e. knowledge, skill, attitude

· Content to be presented

· The interactive strategies you will use to ensure participation 

Proposals from people with disability or those that involve people with disability are particularly encouraged.

All proposals must be received by Accessible Arts by close of business Monday April 16 2012, and each will be acknowledged by email as it is received.  

Proposals will be assessed by a selection panel made up of Accessible Arts staff and stakeholders.  Proposals will be assessed according to the criteria listed above and the overall balance of the conference program.  

Presenters whose proposals are chosen will be registered free of charge for the day of their presentation, and can attend the rest of the conference at early bird rates.  Travel and accommodation costs will be the responsibility of each presenter.
